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Making Memories Slice Review

I have had the Slice now for a few weeks and have come to LOVE it. I have used it on nearly all of my
projects since having it. Because it’s so portable, therefore accessible, I find that I am drawn to use it
more because of the convenience of having it on hand. The Design Cards (cartridges) are very easy to
use, the same as any SD card you use for other digital equipment such as cameras.

Scrolling though the screens is very easy, as is selecting a design and the size you want to use. The
Design Card storage binder is extremely handy and keeps all of the info, Design Cards and tools neatly
together (retails for $25.00).

The only drawbacks I have found are, the on/off button & the size you can cut. The on/off button is
fairly small and located in an odd place. You can only cut up to 4”, however in saying that, for card
making, lettering on scrapbooking layouts and making your own embellishments, this is probably the
largest you need to go.

Changing the blades is simple, as is changing the depth of the blade. The repositionable tacky adhesive
system works really well and lasts a long time if you place the mat in a snap lock bag. I personally don’t
redo mine very often and have found taping the paper to also work effectively if there is a little bit of
tack left on the elass mat.
